According to the approved job description for Physician Assistants and Nurse Practitioners, they may:
· Perform initial H&P
· Dictate / write H&P
· Physicians’ Assistants and Nurse Practitioners are allowed to perform consultations with the consulted physician required to see the patient, approve and countersign the consult note within 24 hours of the request.  
· Make rounds and write progress notes (patient must be seen within 24 hours by physician)
· Discharge patients under direct order of physician
· Dictate discharge summaries
· Initiate and transcribe orders, under direct order of the physician
· Order appropriate laboratory and diagnostic tests under direct order of the physician
· In order for the Hospital personnel to know what physician the PA and NP are working under, the PA and NP should sign the physician’s name and then their name. Orders are then to be countersigned, dated and timed within forty-eight (48) hours according to State law and Medical Staff Rules and Regulations.
· Medical histories, discharge summaries, physical examinations and admission workup results written by PA or NP shall be signed by the supervising or responsible physician
Physician Assistants and Nurse Practitioners may NOT:

· Perform invasive procedures or any other procedures that are outside of his/her scope of practice and approved job description.
